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Children often enjoy fini-ﬁ:c'j things%that are the same.

Adults could ask children to find half of lots of different things, quantities and collections.

Encouraging mathematical thinking and reasoning:

Counting and cardinality:
using counting to check that both amounts are the same

Matching numerals and amounts:
selecting numerals to match the numbers involved

Subtracting:
predicting the result of taking away one number from another

using the inverse addition facts, e.g. "Half of ten is five, because five and five make ten"



Dividing:
undergtanding that dividing by two results in two equal parts - explaining this as 'same' or
'fair', or justifying by matching amounts

Measures:
awareness of aspects such as length, volume, weight, area
comparing by estimating or directly, or using measuring tools such as identical containers
or balance scales

explaining how they know that the halves are the same amount
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
