Clues

1. There would be change if only $10 coins were used.

2. More than 3 coins are needed to make this amount.

3. The fish balls cost more than the moon cake but less than double the cost of the moon cake.

4. You can pay without using the same coin twice.

5. The moon cake costs $5.5
